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Goal
We believe that dormitory housing at Dartmouth is unsatisfactory to students.  Most of our friends have lived in non-dorm housing and prefer it, and we personally dislike dormitory housing.  Our goal is to prove that there is a strong preference for non-dormitory housing among the students at Dartmouth.  If this is the case, the college should investigate this matter and possibly make improvements to dorm housing to better meet students’ needs.

Protocol
We plan to conduct this survey via blitz, to be sure we can get a wider sampling by allowing us access to different people.  Each person surveyed needs to have lived in non-dorm housing for at least one term during which they were enrolled in classes.  This distinction is important because obviously one must have experienced both types of housing to make an informed decision, and a non-academic term provides a very different experience than an academic one.  Each group member will email 15 people who meet our criteria, asking them the same set of questions to determine whether they prefer dorm or non-dorm housing.  In the interest of randomness, it should be noted that none of the members of our group were socially involved previous to this experiment, and we believe our social circlers to be diverse enough to provide a wide sample.
Significance
In order for our test to be statistically significant, we set our significance level to .05.  

Estimation of power
Power = 1- ß.  ß is probability of type 2 error.

We believe 70% of students in our sample will prefer non-dormitory housing over dorm housing.
